You really did a great job of solidifying and strengthening the Newman Center in such a humble, organized,
and spiritual way — hey, after all, it is your home parish; right, and you really have an investment here. A very special
thank you, to you, Fr.

You counsel young couples as they prepare for their special
weddings and married life. And then you still administer the operations of both an elementary school and a middle
school. Further, you also oversee the work of the St. Vincent de Paul Center for the Poor and Homeless. You
participate with Fr. Sean and MS Sarah Striebich, in the ministry of college students and Ball State campus outreach
through the Newman Center. Visiting the sick at the hospitals and nursing homes are some of your cherished duties.
Caring for the dying and offering them the “last rites” are so significant. And the penult, serving as the Faithful Friar
for the Knights of Columbus, 4™ Degree — Bishop William Arnold Assembly # 243. Finally and perhaps the most
important duty of your priesthood — helping people of all kinds and ages and inclinations; preparing them and getting
them ready for the entrance into the Kingdom of Heaven. You did and have done all these remarkable things as a
friend; as a priest, just as Jesus would; as He did.
